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History


The children will be learning about the chronology of ancient Greeks and studying events in detail. They will also be researching about how the ancient Greeks lived and their everyday lives. They will find out about their beliefs and how these are told through myths and legends.


Geography


The children will explore the location and characteristics of different societies in Greece and the importance of empire. 





Science


Children will continue their learning about how light travels. 


We will be investigating how materials are selected for different uses in relation to their properties. The children will explore reversible and irreversible changes through burning, freezing and melting. 


The children will look at solids, liquids and gases considering how these mixtures can be separated from each other through evaporation, sieving and filtering.


 





Computing


The pupils will look at what a computer network is, and how the internet works. Children will create a Powerpoint presentation about the history of the internet and famous pioneers of technology.  They will research key figures responsible for how the internet was created.








Art


The children will be looking at Greek vases. Through this work the children will explore geometric patterns and how friezes tell a story. The children will create papier mache vases to apply their ideas to. 





P.E.


The children will be participating in cricket sessions this term, run by Steyning Cricket Club. We will be competing in other hitting and striking games such as rounders.


We will be exploring the various aspects of athletics such as throwing javelins, and running sprint races. A coach will visit to run Ultimate Frisbee sessions during PE time.








Mathematics


The children will continue to develop their understanding of number and apply these skills to investigations, problem solving and reasoning activities.


We will be exploring effective strategies for solving +, -, ÷ and × problems, awareness of shape properties and their uses in the world around us, measures (money, weight and capacity) and looking at how data and statistics is represented and interpreted on graphs and charts.





English


The children will be exploring Greek myths and legends. We will be focusing on storyboards and devising our own for myths and legends. They will use what they find out to write myths and legends based on their historical learning. 


The children will also be practising their speaking, listening and drama skills for our Year 5 and 6 production.





Technology


We will be designing and making Greek sandals. The children will explore the properties of different materials and select those that fulfil their criteria.





R.E.


The children will continue to follow the Discovery RE syllabus with a focus on the questions: Do beliefs in karma, samsara and moksha help Hindus lead good lives? 


What is the best way for Christians to show commitment to God?











P.S.C.H.E.


All children will be looking at ‘changing me’ as we move towards the end of the year. We will also be looking at relationships with others and what makes a good friend.


Year 6 will discuss transition to secondary school.
