The children will create terracotta clay
vases to apply their ideas to.

Technology

The children will design, make and evaluate a
Greek Feast. They will explore the types of
food the Ancient Greeks may have eaten and
write a step-by-step recipe; listing ingredient
and selecting appropriate equipment and
utensils to use.

Computing - Film Making: the children will
be creating a Horrible Histories type film
about an area of Greek history/a Greek Myth.
They will use Search technologies and
Software; using digital recording devices to
film and import into video editing software. In
the second half of the term children will
explore physical computing using Micro Bits.
Children will also revisit Online Safety -
keeping safe when using technology at home.

Properties and Changes of Materials

The children will be investigating how
materials are selected for different uses in
relation to their properties. The children will
explore reversible and irreversible changes
through burning, freezing and melting.

The children will look at solids, liquids and
gases considering how these mixtures can be
separated from each other through
evaporation, sieving and filtering.
