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Art


The children will be looking at different artistic styles using the landscape as inspiration. They will be using a range of media to create their own interpretations of this work.





Technology


We will be designing and making their own clothes from recycled materials. They will be showing their creations at a fashion show later in the term.





Our World in Our Hands





Geography


Our focus in the first half term will explore the world around us. The children will map features around the world, including lines of longitude and latitude and climate zones.


They will look at managing an environment through creating different biomes and the ecosystems within these.


After half-term, the children will look at the development of Upper Beeding over the past few decades and consider land-use changes during this time. Their fieldwork will enable them to consider ‘what is the future for Upper Beeding?’





Computing


The pupils will be using the software program 'Groovy City' to compose a range of music. 


The pupils will also use Inkscape and Scratch to explore geometric art, taking inspiration from the work of Escher, Riley and traditional Islamic artists, as well as experimenting with complex ‘fractal’ landscapes.





R.E.


The children will continue to follow the Discovery scheme of work. Areas explore this term are:


Should religious people be sad when someone dies? 


Do religious people lead better lives? 


Do all religious beliefs influence people to behave well towards others? 








Other experiences


The children will be rehearsing and preparing for our Summer Production – ‘The Amazing Adventures of Superstan’. 


We will be visiting the South of England Show later in the term to complement the work in our topic.





Science


We will be investigating scientifically by: observing and comparing the life cycles of plants and animals in our local environment with other plants and animals around the world (in the rainforest, in the oceans, in desert areas and in prehistoric times), asking pertinent questions and suggesting reasons for similarities and differences. We will be growing new plants from different parts of the parent plant, for example, seeds, stem and root cuttings, tubers, bulbs. The children will also be observing changes in an animal over a period of time and comparing how different animals reproduce and grow. 





 





P.S.C.H.E.


Year 5 and 6 will be learning about relationships in PSCHE following our ‘Living and Growing’ programme of lessons. 


All children will be looking at ‘changes’ and ‘moving on’ units from SEAL.





P.E.


The children will be participating in cricket sessions this term, run by Steyning Cricket Club. We will be competing in other hitting and striking games such as rounders.


Year 5 and 6 will also be trialling the sport of Frisbee during the Summer Term.


We will be exploring the various aspects of athletics such as throwing javelins, and running sprint races.





Mathematics


The children will continue to develop their understanding of number and apply these skills to investigations.


We will be exploring effective strategies for solving +, -, ÷ and × problems, awareness of shape properties and their uses in the world around us, measures (money, weight and capacity) and looking at how data is represented and interpreted on graphs and charts.





English


The children will be writing their own environmental stories based on the Iron Man and the Iron Woman by Ted Hughes.


We will be creating emotive poetry, encouraging our audiences to think about issues threatening our planet.
